How Long? Not Long…143 years?  The Passing of Emmett Till Anti-Lynching Act

The Emmett Till Anti-Lynching Act is a United States federal law which makes lynching 
a federal hate crime.

The act amends the Matthew Shepard and James Byrd Jr. Hate Crimes Prevention Act 
and prior hate crime laws to define lynching as any conspired bias-motivated offense 
which results in death or serious bodily injury. It was passed by the U.S House of Representatives on 
February 28, 2022, and U.S. Senate on March 7, 2022, and signed into law on March 29, 2022, by Presi-
dent Joe Biden.

As the old folks use to say, better late than never, because never is too long. Think about it!  Our shared 
history of the lynching of black woman, children and men for entertainment and then taking body 
parts as souvenirs. One Hundred forty-three years of lynching for entertainment; it’s about time, after 
5000 - 6000 lynched women, children, and men. This is the stuff of traumatic oppression and traumatic 
oppressor-ship.  The bigots and the oppressed are faced with the same traumas, now and in the future.   
Low self-esteem from unresolved dis-stress recordings from being and living in an oppressive culture 
of violence on all levels and all around us.  Fear, anger, grief, boredom and guilt keep us in the emo-
tional prison of self-hate…and we are the jailer, the guard and the inmate. Trauma and miseducation are 
the bars that keep each of us on lock down, by stopping the truth of Love from entering our hearts and 
the Love of truth from entering into our minds. “Lost and alone as the song writer sings: I hate to be a 
grown up, and have to try to bare my life in pain”. But such is the world we each experience, looking but 
never finding peace, connection, or understanding. 

Post Traumatic Slave Syndrome or Post Traumatic Serfdom Syndrome created this prison we awaken to 
each morning. When we rise to start an old-new day filled with drama and the same old stuff.  Plagued 
by the chronic dis-stress/trauma we live out, our death sentence, praying and hoping that at death do we 
part from this chronic dis-stress/trauma experience.

Thank God for healing Mondays, we have the opportunity to return and claim our past in order to move 
toward our future.  It is in understanding who WE WERE will free us to embrace who we are now.  We 
all have a history, and with social support we are looking at the past, then we can embrace who we are 
now, and then create who we want to be. Most people will never choose to look at the pain of their 
ancestors, their parents or their personal trauma; because of Fear, Anger, Grief, Boredom, and Guilt that 
waits to steal and hide, the Love of truth and the truth of Love from us like magic. 

But it is only emotions and with help and persistence, we can overcome the illusions of fear, anger, grief, 
boredom and guilt with social support. We can change THE WORLD, ONLY WHEN WE CHANGE 
OURSELVES we have to do the work, not just thinking about it or wishing it was so. Most people never 
change because of the power of socialization.

COVID UPDATE FROM 
NATIONAL
In light of the latest information regarding the 
Coronavirus (COVID-19), we have made the 
decision to resume in-person meetings, gatherings 
and events in areas where the risk of communi-
ty spread are low or pose minimal risk to others. 
The CDC has issued updated guidelines for when 
people should wear face masks indoors. Face masks 
are not required in low-risk counties, and are only 
recommended in areas with medium transmission 
if the person is immune-compromised or at high 
risk for severe illness. People in counties with high 
transmission of Covid-19 should wear face cover-
ings indoors regardless of their vaccination status, 
according to the CDC. The CDC guidelines encour-
age event organizers to follow state and local regu-
lations on gatherings (updates on Covid-19 restric-
tions in all 50 states can be found here). Meeting 
planners should continually monitor the outbreak 
and make adjustments to the event plan as needed. 
MEETINGS AND GATHERINGS With regards to 
meetings and gatherings organized or sponsored by 
NAACP units, we are asking that you follow the 
recommendations of the Centers for Disease Con-
trol and Prevention (CDC), state and local govern-
ment entities and make decisions accordingly. This 
request extends to NAACP general membership 
and executive committee meetings, meetings of 
other unit committees, State Conference quarterly 
meetings and conventions, Freedom Fund events, 
ACT-SO events, and any other gathering organized 
or sponsored by NAACP units.

During this period of national health concern, 
please heed the warnings of the CDC and other 
government authorities and take all necessary pre-
cautions to ensure that you and your family remain 
healthy and safe.
